Please note the following:
- The essential precondition for all animal experiments is a valid animal experiment request approved by the Regierungspräsidium Karlsruhe. The investigation procedures of the small animal imaging methodology does always require a permission from these official authorities. If the intended methodology is not included in the animal application from the beginning, the complete animal study, including the desired modality, as well as the staff of the small animal imaging unit, has to be declared at the Regierungspräsidium Karlsruhe before the first experiments can be carried out! We are not allowed to measure any animals without explicit permission by the respective authorities!
- Please note that it is the responsibility of the scientific director of the study to always comply with the animal welfare criteria set out in the approved animal experimentation application, in particular compliance with the termination criteria, and this is expressly outside the responsibility of the staff of CF KTI. The CF staff does not act as the official animal welfare control unit, even though we will always inform our users immediately when their animals have observed complaints.
- Appropriate declarations should be done in co-operation with Dr. Manfred Jugold and the ZTL (Manuela Schulz). 

- The official project leader has to ensure that the planned experiments as well as the used animal models and all staff members, including the staff of the small animal imaging unit are covered by the animal application. 

- Changes of the data given above (regarding animal numbers, time points of measurements ...) made by the service client have to be communicated promptly with the KTI and might course the abort of the imaging assignment!

- No animals should be prepared by the client before we have agreed on the methodology, the animal numbers, the measurement dates, ... and the duration of the study! We often have a tight time schedule and therefore our flexibility is limited. 
- Animals, which should be killed due to the according abort criteria named in the animal application and the animal-protection-law, must be killed immediately and will not be measured. 

- Due to unforeseen failures of the technical equipment, measurements might have to be cancelled without substitution. 
- If the study extends the agreed period of time and additional measurement time points are required to complete the study, we are eager to find additional dates. However, no guarantee can be given and such additional measurement time point can not be claimed if it extends our service capacity. 
- Please note that in your animal application you do not to name volumetric data as a termination criterion. Otherwise these data would then become compulsory for all animals listed, which would exceed the capacity of the CF easily.
